CONTROLLING OBSERVERS


The Controlling Observer is an individual appointed by the relevant NAC to control the badge performances, and to verify and approve the badge applications. In the case of badge applications where National or World records are used for the distance, duration or altitude portions of a badge application, the Controlling Observer certifies that the performances submitted are based on the registered record. Where flights flown at CIA or NAC sanctioned events are used for the goal portion of a badge application, the Controlling Observer certifies that he/she has seen both the task and official results sheets for that flight.








BADGES


Standard badges may be purchased by NACs from the FAI/CIA. These badges shall be issued to pilots who have achieved the requirements for the respective badge or diamond. 


Precious metal badges may be commissioned by badge holders at their own expense from the FAI/CIA. Ordering information and prices are available on the CIA pages of the FAI web site.





CERTIFICATION


The undersigned applicant and observer certify that the claim above is correct and satisfactorily proven. They understand and agree that the FAI/CIA may at any time request proof that a performance was realised and controlled in accordance with the Sporting Code regulations, that it may refuse recognition if it finds the evidence to be insufficient, and that negligent certification or willful misrepresentation will be grounds for disciplinary action by the applicant's or observer's NAC.
