	Subject:  Protest by Head of Russian Delegation, D. Sviridov, quoting Freefall Style & Accuracy Landing Competition Rules 5.1.5 (2) and 5.1.7 (5).


	Details: The protest claimed that the Accuracy jumper, Andrey Finagenov’s first strike was on the centre pad was with his left leg.  The recorded score was 17cm, indicating a point of first contact off the centre pad.  

The protest claimed that the AMD had malfunctioned for that particular jump, citing previous malfunctions, and rejumps having been awarded.

The Jury consulted with the Chief Judge, and the Event Judge and discussed the rules and the evidence for the claim that the pad had malfunctioned for that particular jump.
(Note – a photograph was produced and video footage was offered.  These were not considered by the Jury as there is no provision in the rules for visual camera footage, there being no official recording system of this nature).



	Decision:  The Jury, having considered the evidence available, rejected the protest, on the basis that there was no evidence to show that the AMD had malfunctioned for that particular jump.
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
